13 This is why I speak to them in parables, 

 because seeing they do not see,  

and hearing they do not hear, nor do they understand.  
14 Indeed, in their case the prophecy of Isaiah is fulfilled that says: 

“You will indeed hear but never understand, 

and you will indeed see but never perceive.” 
15 For this people's heart has grown dull,  

and with their ears they can barely hear, 

and their eyes they have closed, 

lest they should see with their eyes 

and hear with their ears 

and understand with their heart 

and turn, and I would heal them.’ 

Matthew 13:13-17 
 

Jesus’ parables were simple word pictures with profound spiritual lessons and 

principles for us to learn. He told these parables to reveal to us truths about the 

kingdom of God, and how we are called to live as citizens of God’s kingdom. As we 

embark on this study of Jesus’ parables, may you learn to read and hear not just with 

your eyes and ears; but more importantly, understand with your heart. And may His 

words capture you and cause you to respond and move from Bible-Reading to Bible-

Living.  

 

This guide utilizes the S.O.A.P method of Bible Study. It aims to help you 

interact with God’s Word by digging deeper into scripture, and leading you towards 

applying God’s truth into your everyday life.  
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S – Scripture 
Take time to read the Scripture and allow God to speak to you. Highlight and take note 

of anything that spoke to you  

 
O – Observation 
Make some observations about the passage you just read. In this guide, we have 

provided some handles for your observations, in the 5 P’s: 

 

The People – Who is Jesus speaking to in the passage?  

The Problem – What issue/problem was Jesus trying to address with this 

teaching? 

The Parallels – How would the various hearers in the passage relate differently 

to the parable?  

The Point – What is the main point(s) in this parable? 

The Principles – What principles of the Kingdom do these parables reveal to us? 

 
A – Application 
This is an opportunity to personalize God’s word into your life. Reflect upon the 

following questions: 

“Who or what in the parable do I identify with?” 

“How does this passage speak into my life today?”  

“How can I apply this truth into my life today?” 

 
P – Prayer 

Respond to God in your own words. If He has revealed something to you during your 

study, pray about it. If He has revealed to you any sin in your life, confess it. Ask God 

for the strength and wisdom to apply what you have learnt into your life.

The Parable of the Sower 

1 Again he began to teach beside the sea. 

And a very large crowd gathered about 

him, so that he got into a boat and sat 

in it on the sea, and the whole crowd 

was beside the sea on the land. 2 And he 

was teaching them many things in 

parables, and in his teaching he said to 

them: 3 “Listen! Behold, a sower went 

out to sow. 4 And as he sowed, some 

seed fell along the path, and the birds 

came and devoured it. 5 Other seed fell 

on rocky ground, where it did not have 

much soil, and immediately it sprang up, 

since it had no depth of soil. 6 And when 

the sun rose, it was scorched, and since 

it had no root, it withered away. 7 Other 

seed fell among thorns, and the thorns 

grew up and choked it, and it yielded no 

grain. 8 And other seeds fell into good 

soil and produced grain, growing up and 

increasing and yielding thirtyfold and 

sixtyfold and a hundredfold.” 9 And he 

said, “He who has ears to hear, let him 

hear.” 

 

The Purpose of the Parables 

10 And when he was alone, those around 

him with the twelve asked him about 

the parables. 11 And he said to 

them, “To you has been given the 

secret of the kingdom of God, but 

for those outside everything is in 

parables, 12 so that “‘they may indeed 

see but not perceive, and may indeed 

hear but not understand, lest 

they should turn and be forgiven.’” 

13 And he said to them, “Do you not 
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understand this parable? How then will 

you understand all the parables? 14 The 

sower sows the word. 15 And these are 

the ones along the path, where the 

word is sown: when they hear, Satan 

immediately comes and takes away the 

word that is sown in them. 16 And these 

are the ones sown on rocky ground: the 

ones who, when they hear the word, 

immediately receive it with joy. 17 And 

they have no root in themselves, 

but endure for a while; then, when 

tribulation or persecution arises on 

account of the word, immediately they 

fall away. 18 And others are the ones 

sown among thorns. They are those 

who hear the word, 19 but the cares 

of the world and the deceitfulness of 

riches and the desires for other things 

enter in and choke the word, and it 

proves unfruitful. 20 But those that were 

sown on the good soil are the ones who 

hear the word and accept it and bear 

fruit, thirtyfold and sixtyfold and a 

hundredfold.”

The Parable of the Lost Sheep 

1 Now the tax collectors and sinners were 

all drawing near to hear him. 2 And the 

Pharisees and the scribes grumbled, 

saying, “This man receives sinners and eats 

with them.” 

3 So he told them this parable: 4 “What man 

of you, having a hundred sheep, if he has 

lost one of them, does not leave the ninety-

nine in the open country, and go after the 

one that is lost, until he finds it? 5 And when 

he has found it, he lays it on his shoulders, 

rejoicing. 6 And when he comes home, he 

calls together his friends and his neighbors, 

saying to them, ‘Rejoice with me, for I have 

found my sheep that was lost.’7 Just so, I tell 

you, there will be more joy in heaven over 

one sinner who repents than over ninety-

nine righteous persons who need no 

repentance. 

 

The Parable of the Lost Coin 

8 “Or what woman, having ten silver coins, if 

she loses one coin, does not light a lamp 

and sweep the house and seek diligently 

until she finds it? 9 And when she has found 

it, she calls together her friends and 

neighbors, saying, ‘Rejoice with me, for I 

have found the coin that I had lost.’ 10 Just 

so, I tell you, there is joy before the angels 

of God over one sinner who repents.” 

 

The Parable of the Prodigal Son 

11 And he said, “There was a man who had 

two sons. 12 And the younger of them said 

to his father, ‘Father, give me the share of 

property that is coming to me.’ And he 

divided his property between them. 13 Not 

many days later, the younger son gathered 

all he had and took a journey into a far 

country, and there he squandered his 

property in reckless living.14 And when he 

had spent everything, a severe famine 

arose in that country, and he began to be in 

need. 15 So he went and hired himself out 
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to one of the citizens of that country, who 

sent him into his fields to feed pigs. 16 And 

he was longing to be fed with the pods that 

the pigs ate, and no one gave him anything. 

 

17 “But when he came to himself, he said, 

‘How many of my father's hired servants 

have more than enough bread, but I perish 

here with hunger! 18 I will arise and go to 

my father, and I will say to him, “Father, I 

have sinned against heaven and before 

you. 19 I am no longer worthy to be called 

your son. Treat me as one of your hired 

servants.”’ 20 And he arose and came to his 

father. But while he was still a long way off, 

his father saw him and felt compassion, 

and ran and embraced him and kissed 

him. 21 And the son said to him, ‘Father, I 

have sinned against heaven and before 

you. I am no longer worthy to be called 

your son.’ 22 But the father said to his 

servants, ‘Bring quickly the best robe, and 

put it on him, and put a ring on his hand, 

and shoes on his feet. 23 And bring the 

fattened calf and kill it, and let us eat and 

celebrate. 24 For this my son was dead, and 

is alive again; he was lost, and is found.’ 

And they began to celebrate. 

25 “Now his older son was in the field, and 

as he came and drew near to the house, he 

heard music and dancing. 26 And he called 

one of the servants and asked what these 

things meant. 27 And he said to him, ‘Your 

brother has come, and your father has 

killed the fattened calf, because he has 

received him back safe and sound.’ 28 But 

he was angry and refused to go in. His 

father came out and entreated him, 29 but 

he answered his father, ‘Look, these many 

years I have served you, and I never 

disobeyed your command, yet you never 

gave me a young goat that I might celebrate 

with my friends. 30 But when this son of 

yours came, who has devoured your 

property with prostitutes; you killed the 

fattened calf for him!’ 31 And he said to him, 

‘Son, you are always with me, and all that is 

mine is yours. 32 It was fitting to celebrate 

and be glad, for this your brother was dead, 

and is alive; he was lost, and is found.”

The Parable of the Tenant Farmers 

33 “Hear another parable. There was a 

master of a house who planted a 

vineyard and put a fence around it and dug 

a winepress in it and built a tower 

and leased it to tenants, and went into 

another country. 34 When the season for 

fruit drew near, he sent his servants to the 

tenants to get his fruit. 35 And the tenants 

took his servants and beat one, killed 

another, and stoned another. 36 Again he 

sent other servants, more than the first. 

And they did the same to them. 37 Finally 

he sent his son to them, saying, ‘They will 

respect my son.’ 38 But when the tenants 

saw the son, they said to themselves, ‘This 

is the heir.

The Parable of the Wedding Feast 

1 And again Jesus spoke to them in 

parables, saying, 2 “The kingdom of 

heaven may be compared to a king who 

gave a wedding feast for his 

son, 3 and sent his servants to call those 

who were invited to the wedding feast, 

but they would not come.
